Day 1: Sun: Koper

Day 2: Mon: Zadar
Zadar was once a dominant city on the 
Adriatic coast, rivaling Venice. Explore its 
charming narrow streets and see evidence 
of its Roman past. Your optional tours today 
include a city tour of Zadar, Plitvice National 
Park and the renaissance town of Sibenik.

Day 3: Tue: Ploce & Korcula
Ploce is a commercial port located in central 
Dalmatia. From here you may take an optional 
tour to Mostar in Bosnia Herzegovina. The 
town is a fascinating mix of cobbled streets, 
bazaars, ancient Turkish mosques, cafes and 
bars. You will see the famous reconstructed 
bridge, originally built by occupying Turkish 
forces 500 years ago. This afternoon 
continue to the beautiful island of Korcula, 
birthplace of Marco Polo. BLD

Day 4: Wed: Kotor
This morning you sail through the amazing 
Bay of Kotor to Montenegro. Kotor has 
preserved the atmosphere of a medieval town 
and the Bay is the largest European fjord 

outside Norway. Your optional tours include 
the former Greek colony of Budva, Sveti 
Stefan and the ancient capital of Cetinje. BLD

Day 5: Thu: Durres
Arrive early in the morning at Durres, the 
most important maritime gate of Albania. 
You have the opportunity to take a full 
day optional excursion with lunch at a 
local restaurant, to Albania's capital, Tirana, 
located just 40kms away. BLD

Day 6: Fri: Dubrovnik
The magnificent city of Dubrovnik is a 
highlight of your cruise. Stroll through the 
narrow streets of the Old Town and walk 
along the city walls for amazing views. Your 
optional guided tour features the Rector's 
Palace, Dominican Monastery and Franciscan 
Monastery. BLD

Day 7: Sat: Split

Diocletian's Palace which merges with 
the shops and houses.
