13 days / 12 nights
Day 1: Tue: Zagreb
Arrive Zagreb. You will be met and transferred 
to your hotel.  Overnight Zagreb. D

Day 2: Wed: Zagreb to Plitvice
This morning's sightseeing tour explores the 
historic centre of Zagreb. Depart for Plitvice 
in the afternoon. Overnight  Plitvice. BD

Day 3: Thu: Plitvice
Today you tour the Plitvice Lakes National 
Park, one of Croatia's most popular tourist 
attractions. The distinctive colours of the 16 
lakes are constantly changing from azure to 
green, grey and blue. Overnight Plitvice. BD

Day 4: Fri: Plitvice to Trogir & Split
Morning departure to visit the delightful 
medieval town of Trogir. Continue along the 
coast to Split. See the highlights of Split on 
your city tour, including Diocletian's Palace. 
Overnight Split. BD

Day 5: Sat: Split to Dubrovnik

Day 6: Sun: Dubrovnik

Day 7: Mon: Dubrovnik to Budva, 
Shkodra & Tirana

and Tirana. Overnight Tirana. BD

Day 8: Tue: Tirana to Ohrid
Morning sightseeing of Tirana, Albania's 
capital. See Skanderbeg Square, the Mosque 
of Ethem Bey and visit the National Museum. 
Afternoon departure for Ohrid, travelling via 
Elbasan and crossing the Macedonian 
border at Cafasan. Overnight Ohrid. B

Day 9: Wed: Ohrid
You have a full day in the lakeside resort of 
Ohrid, an important cultural and spiritual 
centre. A highlight of your morning tour 
is the 11th century St Sofia Church, the 
most important medieval monument in 
Macedonia. This afternoon take a short drive 
to St Naum Monastery, built on the shores of 
Lake Ohrid in 900 AD. Overnight Ohrid. BD

Day 10: Thu: Ohrid to Skopje
After breakfast drive inland to Skopje. Your 
sightseeing of Skopje includes the Kale 
Fortress, Church of the Holy Saviour, the Old 
Bazaar and Stone Bridge. Visit the Monastery 
of St Panteleimon on the slopes of the 
Vodno Mountain. Overnight Skopje. BD

Day 11: Fri: Skopje to Kolasin
Morning departure for Montenegro, driving 
via Pec and Berane, and along the Moraca 
River Canyon. Afternoon arrival at the 
popular skiing resort of Kolasin, surrounded 
by thick pine forest. Overnight Kolasin. BD

Day 12: Sat: Kolasin to Cetinje,  
Kotor & Dubrovnik
Depart after breakfast for Cetinje to visit 
King Nicola Museum, once the residence 
of the Montenegrin King Nikola I Petrovic. 
Continue to the UNESCO World Heritage 
Site of Kotor, to visit its Romanesque 
Cathedral. Continue on with a drive along 
the picturesque Bay of Kotor to Dubrovnik. 
Overnight Dubrovnik. BD

Day 13: Sun: Dubrovnik
