The cycle route around Lake Constance is the most popular cycle route in Europe. The highlights include the 
medieval towns of Konstanz, Stein, Meersburg and Lindau. In comparison to other cycle routes the daily 
routes are relatively short as there are many places and attractions to discover. Enjoy the amazing landscape, 
the lake and the backdrop of the Alps. 
 
Self guided cycling, endless options: This 7 day guided cycling tour around Lake Constance offers endless 
possibilities. Choose the daily cycling distances you wish to do and select the accommodation to fit with your 
needs. We transport your luggage from hotel to hotel each day so it is ready and waiting for you when you 
arrive. 
 
Experience the amazing landscape of Lake Constance against the backdrop of the Alps: Neighboured 
by three countries - Austria, Germany and Switzerland, Lake Constance's rather unique location has made it 
one of Europe's most desirable cycling destinations. Take the chance to visit some of the region's most 
popular highlights including Mainau Island, Reichenau Island, Zeppelin museum and the Bavarian town of 
Lindau to name just a few. 
 
Relaxed cycling:  Easy self-guided hotel tour following the shores and valleys of Lake Constance with 
average daily cycling distances of 30 - 55km. The cycling route is predominantly flat with some rolling hills and 
good asphalt roads and bike paths. The path runs partially along the lakeshore and partially along lakeshore 
roads. 
 
 

  



Tour Itinerary 
 
 
Day 1. Constance - Arrival Day 
Take the chance to visit Mainau island or take a walk through the old town of Constance. The aquariums in 
the Sea Life Center and the Archaeological Museum are also recommended. 
Accommodation: Overnight Constance     Cycling: None 
 
Day 2. Constance - Region Stein am Rhein 
The first highlight is Reichenau Island, a world heritage site since 2001. A  boat will then bring you over to Hori 
peninsula where the writer Hermann Hesse and the artist Otto Dix once lived. You will stay in the region of 
Region Stein am Rhein. 
Accommodation: Overnight Region Stein am Rhein  Meals: Breakfast Cycling: 30 / 50km 
 
Day 3. Region Stein am Rhein - Uberlingen 
The start of today's tour will lead you through the almost completely preserved medieval town Stein am Rein. 
You will cycle along the Swiss shores of the lake back to Konstanz. In Wallhausen you will board a boat and 
disembark in Uberlingen with its late gothic style cathedral and beautiful health resort park and lake walkway. 
Accommodation: Overnight Uberlingen   Meals: Breakfast Cycling: 45 / 55km 
 

 
 
Day 4. Uberlingen - Region Kressbronn 
From Uberlingen you will cycle to Friedrichshafen. You will pass by the baroque pilgrimage church of Birnau 
and the ancient town of Meersburg on the way. In Friedrichshafen the Zepplin museum is worth visiting. 
Accommodation: Overnight Region Kressbronn  Meals: Breakfast Cycling: 50 / 55km 
 
Day 5. Kressbronn - Rorschach 
Today you will travel towards the Bavarian town of Lindau, which is picturesquely situation on an island. Then 
you will head on towards Bregenz. The capital town of Vorarlberg which is famous for its annual drama 
festival on the largest lake theatre in the world. You will then pass through an important nature reserve on the 
Rhein delta. 
Accommodation: Overnight Rorschach   Meals: Breakfast Cycling: 44 / 55km 
 
Day 6. Region Rorschach - Constance 
The last day of your tour leads you through Romanshorn, with most important Swiss harbour on Lake 
Constance. On your way back to Constance you will pass many villages known for their wooden framed 
houses. You can visit Mainau Island today if you haven't already done so. 
Accommodation: Overnight Constance    Meals: Breakfast Cycling:  45 / 30km 
 
Day 7. Departure day 
After breakfast you may return home or extend your stay.
